1. Role of the Vessel
To operate the boat for transporting/entertaining passengers/tourists.
2. Sea worthiness: Should be operable in inland waters (River / Reservoir / Lake Conditions).
3. Expected life: 20 years minimum
4. General Features:
a) The Boat shall be built complying with the requirement of IWT / IWAI rules. The Boat shall have a capability of quick turnaround.
b) The boat shall have suitable pantry for serving 75 pax simultaneously and two (02 Nos.) wash rooms with modern amenities.
c) The Boat shall have a refit cycle of 2 years or more.
5. Environmental conditions:

3. The Bidder should quote the rate / amounts inclusive of all taxes i.e. GST, Excise duty, sales tax and Duties, any other taxes and freight charges, packing & forwarding charges, insurance charges, Transportation charges, Launching charges and all other incidental charges for finished item of work with operation trail for one boat.
4. The successful Bidder is expected to complete the work within the time period specified in the NIT.
5. Firms Eligible to Tender:

The Bidders who are desirous of participating in e-procurement shall submit their technical bids, price bids etc., in the standard prescribed format in the tender documents, displayed at e-market place. The Bidders should upload the scanned copies of all the relevant certificates, documents etc., in the e-market place in support of their technical bids. The Bidders shall sign on all the statements, documents, certificates, uploaded by him, owning responsibility for their correctness/authenticity.

Similarly, if any of the certificates, documents etc., furnished by the Bidder is found to be false/fabricated/bogus, the Bidder will be black listed and the E.M.D. forfeited.

The technical bids will be opened online by the Designated officer or his authorized representative at the time and date as specified in the tender documents. All the statements, documents, certificates, DD/ etc., uploaded by the bidder will be downloaded for technical evaluation. The clarifications, particulars if any required from the Bidders will be obtained in the conventional method by addressing the Bidders. The technical bids will be evaluated against the specified parameters/ criteria, same as in the case of conventional tenders and the technically qualified Bidders will be identified. The result of technical bid evaluation will be displayed on the e-market place, which can be seen by all the Bidders who participated in the tenders.


D. TENDER OPENING AND EVALUATION
17. Tender opening
a. The Technical bids will be opened online by the Officer Designated or his nominee at the time and date as specified in the Notice Inviting Tender.  All the Statements, documents, certificates, Demand Draft etc., uploaded by the Bidders will be verified and downloaded, for technical evaluation.  The technical bids will be evaluated against the specified parameters / criteria same as in the case of conventional tenders and the technically qualified Bidders will be identified. The result of Technical bids evaluation will be displayed on the e-market place, which can be seen by all the Bidders who participated in the Tenders.

18. Clarification on the Technical Bid.
a. The tender opening authority may call upon any Bidder for clarification on the statements, documentary proof relating to the technical bid.  The request for clarification and response thereto shall be in writing and it shall be only on the qualification information uploaded online by the Bidder.  The clarification called for from the Bidders shall be furnished within the stipulated time, which shall not be more than a week.

b. The Bidder if so desirous, shall agree in writing to furnish the clarification called for within the stipulated time and, for disqualification and rejection of his tender in the event of failure to do so.

19. Examination of technical Bids and Determination of Responsiveness
a. The designated officer or his nominee will evaluate whether each Bidder is satisfying the eligibility criteria prescribed in the tender document and declares them as a qualified Bidder.

b. If any alteration is made by the Bidder in the tender documents, the conditions of the contract, the drawings, specifications or statements / formats or quantities the tender will be rejected.

20. Price Bid Opening:
a. At the specified date and time, the price bids of all the technically qualified Bidders will be opened online by the Designated officer or his nominee and the result will be displayed on the e-market place which can be seen by all the Bidders who participated in the Tenders.
b. The Price Bid of the Unqualified Bidders will not be opened.
Tenders shall be scrutinized in accordance with the conditions stipulated in the Tender document.  In case of any discrepancy of non-adherence to conditions, the Tender accepting authority shall communicate the same which will be binding both on the tender Opening authority and the Bidder.  In case of any ambiguity or dispute, the decision taken by the Tender Accepting Authority on tenders shall be final.

21. Evaluation and Comparison of Price Bids
The Designated officer or his nominee will evaluate the tender.

a. The Designated officer or his nominee will evaluate and compare the price bids of all the qualified Bidders.

b. Negotiations at any level are strictly prohibited.  However, good gesture rebate, if offered by the lowest Bidder prior to finalization of tenders may be accepted by the tender accepting authority.

c. Selection of Bidder among the lowest & equally quoted Bidders will be in the following orders:
a) The Bidder whose bid capacity is higher will be selected.
b) In case the bid capacity is also same the Bidder whose annual turnover is more will be preferred.
c) Even if the criteria incidentally become the same, the turnover on similar works and thereafter machinery available for the work and then the clean track record will be considered for selection.

22. Process to be Confidential.
a. Information relating to the examination, clarification, evaluation and comparison of Tenders and recommendations for the award of a contract shall not be disclosed to Bidders or any other persons not officially concerned with such process until the award to the successful Bidder has been announced by the tender accepting authority.  Any effort by a Bidder to influence the processing of Tenders or award decisions may result in the rejection of his Tender.
b. No Bidder shall contact the Designated officer or any authority concerned with finalization of tenders on any matter relating to its Tender from the time of the Tender opening to the time the Contract is awarded. If the Bidder wishes to bring additional information to the notice of the Designated officer, it should do so in writing.
c. Before recommending / accepting the tender, the tender recommending / accepting authority shall verify the correctness of certificates submitted to meet the eligibility criteria and specifically experience.  The authenticated agreements of previous works executed by the lowest Bidder shall be called for.

E.	AWARD OF CONTRACT

23. Award Criteria
a. The Designated officer or his nominee will award the contract on approval of the tender by competent authority. 

b. The tender accepting authority reserves the right to accept or reject any Tender or all tenders and to cancel the Tendering process, at any time prior to the award of Contract, without thereby incurring any liability to the affected Bidder or Bidders or any obligation to inform the affected Bidder or Bidders of the reasons for such action.

24. Notification of Award and Signing of Agreement.
a. The Bidder whose Tender has been accepted will be notified of the award of the work prior to expiration of the Tender validity period by registered letter. This letter (hereinafter and in the Conditions of Contract called “Letter of Acceptance”) will indicate the sum that the Government will pay the Contractor in consideration of the execution, completion, and maintenance of the Works by the Contractor as prescribed by the Contract (hereinafter and in the Contract called the “Contract Amount”).

b. When a tender is to be accepted the concerned Bidder shall attend the office of the Designated officer concerned on the date fixed in the Letter of acceptance. Upon intimation being given by the Designated officer, of acceptance of his tender, the Bidders shall make payment of the E.M.D., and additional security deposit wherever needed by way of Demand Draft obtained from a Nationalized / Scheduled Bank with a validity period of duration of Contract period plus defects liability period of 1 years and sign an agreement in the form prescribed by the department for the due fulfillment of the contract. Failure to attend the Designated officer’s office on the date fixed, in the written intimation, to enter into the required agreement shall entail forfeiture of the Earnest Money deposited.  The written agreement to be entered into between the contractor and the Corporation shall be the foundation of the rights and obligations of both the parties and the contract shall not be deemed to be complete until the agreement has first been signed by the contractor and then by the proper officer authorized to enter into contract.

c. The successful Bidderhas to sign an agreement within a period of 07 days from the date of receipt of communication of acceptance of his tender.  On failure to do so his tender will be cancelled duly forfeiting the E.M.D., paid by him without issuing any further notice and action will be initiated for black listing the Bidder.

25. Corrupt or Fraudulent Practices
a. The Government require that the Bidders / suppliers / contractors under Government financed contracts, observe the highest standard of ethics during the procurement and execution of such contracts.  In pursuance of this policy, the Government

(a) define for the purposes of the provision, the terms set forth below as follows:
(i) “corrupt practices” means the offering, giving, receiving or soliciting of anything of value to influence the action of a Government official in procurement process or in contract execution: and

(ii) “fraudulent practice” means a misrepresentation of facts in order to influence a procurement process or the execution of a contract to the detriment of the Government and includes collusive practice among Bidders (prior to or after Tender submission) designed to establish in Tender prices at artificial non-competitive levels and to deprive the Government of the benefits of free and open competition.

(b) Will reject a proposal for award if it determines that the Bidder recommended for award has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing for the contract in question.

(c) Will blacklist / or debar  a firm, either indefinitely or for a stated period of time, if at any time determines that the firm has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing for, or in executing a Government Contract.

(d) Furthermore, Bidders shall be aware of the provisions stated in the General Conditions of Contract.

6. Commencement date:

The Contract’s lump sum rate for the item in the price schedule shall be for finished work as per specifications and supply of the aforesaid Boats (Part – A) in good working condition afloat at specified destinations in Telangana and shall include the cost of all materials, outfit equipment, all taxes, royalties, public body taxes, transportation, handling and all incidental and labor charges and launching etc.
No claim towards the taxes paid by the Builder for the procurement of the above materials or increase in the wages of labor and in the taxes leviable on TSTDC Ltd.

5. MODIFICATION IN DIMENSIONS  &  DESIGN:

The contractor shall at all times during the progress of the building, construction and equipping of the vessel and subject to the limits of their control in the matter of labor, employ sufficient number of skilled workmen and laborers with necessary supervisors and proceed with the works hereby agreed to be executed (hereinafter referred to as "the works") with such dispatch as in the opinion of the TSTDC shall be necessary in order to secure the due completion of the vessel within the time limits for that purpose by this contract and shall also at all times during the progress of works upon being required so by the TSTDC hasten the rate of progress of the construction and completion of the vessel and of the works in accordance with any such requisition and to the satisfaction of the TSTDC PROVIDED ALWAYS that nothing herein contained nor anything done or omitted to be done by the TSTDC in pursuance hereof shall be deemed to release the contractor from or diminish or effect in any way their obligation to complete the vessel within the time limited by this contract or their liability in respect thereof.

8.  INSPECTION AND TESTING DURING PROGRESS OF WORK:
	The contractor shall afford the TSTDC/Representative all facilities at the building yard and/or onboard the vessel for examining, inspecting and testing the materials machinery and workmanship used or intended to be used or employed during the progress of the construction and equipping of the vessel and on the completion thereof and shall also supply free of charge such apparatus, materials, tools or labor as may be required from time to time for the purpose of such examinations, inspections and testing. The TSTDC/Representative shall have access to the place or places where any part of the vessel or it's equipment is/are being constructed in the yard or is stored at all reasonable times during the execution of this contract and in case any part of the work shall have been covered or closed up without previous inspection the contractor shall, if required, open up such part or parts wherever necessary to enable the TSTDC/Representative to inspect the part so opened up at the expense of the contractor as the TSTDC/Representative may determine. The parts so opened should be covered at the expense of the contractor after rectification at the contractor's expense and to the satisfaction of the TSTDC/Representative, after elimination of defects if any pointed out by the TSTDC/Representative.   
	The contractor shall notify the proposed dates of following inspection by the Classification Society /TSTDC /TSTDC Surveyor case by case in respect of the following critical items, to be carried out at builder’s yard, in advance so as to facilitate the Employer to depute its representative to witness such inspections :-  
a) Inspection of raw materials,  
b) Inspection of hull, deck and superstructure; of Boats for water tightness prior to commencement of further construction activities; 
c) Inspection of propulsion machinery including engine, gearbox, shafts and propellers, steering gear and rudders etc. before commencing its installation;   
d) Inspection on completion of installation of engine and shafting etc.;  
e) Inspection on completion of installation of all other items including deck fittings;  
f) Prelaunch Inspection;  
g) Inclining Test (Stability);  
h) Trails  

9.  (a) Delivery Voyage of the FRP Boats :  All the required permission from statutory and other authorities for the voyage and delivery of the vessel and afloat as specified by TSTDC should be obtained by the Contractor at his own cost and within the time schedule.
(b)Delivery by Shipment by Road or by Rail : In the event of delivery of launch by shipment by road or rail, the contractor at their own risk may dismantle certain parts of superstructure or machinery necessary for reducing weight for some other purpose, which will arrange to resemble after unloading in specified by TSTDC. All transport charges, crane charges are to be borne by the contractor.
10.  Acceptance Tests &Trials:- In addition to the above inspection and tests at the builder’s yard, the  Boat shall also be subject to acceptance tests/trials, at TSTDC's premises as described in the Technical Specification and Scope of Supply in the tender document. All expenses connected with the tests and trials at Employer’s premises such as cost of fuel, consumables etc. shall be borne by the Contractor. Any defect/ deficiency noticed during inspection/ test/ trials shall be made good by the Supplier at his cost and within the time schedule. In case of any dispute in this issue, the decision of the Employer shall be final and binding.  



















V. CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT

A.  GENERAL

1. Interpretation:
1.1 In interpreting these Conditions of Contract, singular also means plural, male also means female, and vice-versa.  Headings have no significance. Works have their normal meaning under the language of the contract unless specifically defined. The TSTDCs-in-charge will provide instructions clarifying queries about the conditions of Contract.

1.2 The documents forming the Contract shall be interpreted in the following order of priority:
1) Agreement
2) Letter of Acceptance, notice to proceed with the works
3) Contractor’s Tender (Technical bid)
4) Conditions of contract
5) Specifications
6) Drawings
7) Bill of quantities (Price-bid)
8) Any other document listed as forming part of the Contract.

2. Any authorized person from TSTDC Decisions:
2.1 Except where otherwise specifically stated, the authorized person from TSTDC will decide the contractual matters between the Department and the Contractor in the role representing the Department.

3. Delegation:
3.1 The authorized person from TSTDC may delegate any of his duties and responsibilities to other officers and may Cancel any delegation by an official order issued.

4. Communications:
4.1	Communications between parties, which are referred to in the conditions, are effective only when in writing. A notice shall be effective only when it is delivered (in terms of Indian Contract Act)

5. Other Contractors:
5.1	The Contractor shall cooperate and share the Site with other contractors, Public authorities, utilities, and the Department. The Contractor shall also provide facilities and services for them as directed by the TSTDC.

6. Contractor’s Risks:
All risks of loss of or damage to physical property and of personnel injury and death, which arise during and in consequence of the performance of the Contract are the responsibility of the Contractor.

7. Insurance: Shall have to pay by the contractor / supplier.

8. Contractor to Construct the Works:
8.1 The Contractor shall construct and Commission the Work in accordance with the specifications and Drawings.

9. Power Supply.
9.1 The contractor shall make his own arrangements for obtaining power from the Electricity dept., at his own cost.  The contractor will pay the bills of Electricity Department for the cost of power consumed by him.
9.2 The contractor shall satisfy all the conditions and rules required as per Indian Electricity Act 1910 and under Rule-45(I) of the Indian Electricity Rules, 1956 as amended from time to time and other pertinent rules.
9.3 The power shall be used for bonafide Corporation work only.
9.4 The contractor shall at all times during the currency of the contract, comply fully with all existing Acts, regulations and bylaws including all statutory amendments and reenactments of state or central govt., and other local authorities and any other enactment’s, notification and acts that may be passed in future either by the state or the central government or local authority including Indian workmen’s compensation Act- 1923,  Control labor (Regulation and Abolition) Act- 1970, The child labor prohibition and regulation Act-1986 and equal remuneration Act- 1976, Factories Act, minimum wage Act- 1948, provident fund regulations, Employees provident fund Act- 1952 schedules made under the same Act.  The buildings and other construction workers (Regulation of employment and condition of service ) Act- 1996, The Cess Act- 1996 and also applicable labor regulations, health and sanitary arrangement for workmen, insurance and other benefit and shall keep department indemnified in case any action is commenced by competent authorities for contravention by the contractor.
9.5 The electrical contractor has to keep his license in currency till the work is completed.  If the license is suspended during the period in which the work is in progress the contract will be terminated and awarded to some other agency recovering the extra cost if any.

9.6 The materials used in the work should be as per the list of materials enclosed.  The department reserves the right to insist upon using any of the materials from this list of approved materials.

9.7 The work shall be carried out strictly in conformity with (i)code of practice for Electrical wiring and fittings in Government Buildings, (ii) The Indian standard specification (iii) The Department specification.  If the work carried out does not comply with the code of practice and the Departmental specifications and if the workmanship is unsatisfactory it will be binding on the contractor to redo the job without any extra cost and pay penalty as decided by the Department towards inconvenience caused if any.

9.8 The work should be carried out under the direct supervision of persons holding a certificate of competency for the type of work involved.

9.9 After completion of work a plan of building installation should be prepared and furnished indicating the location of various main and sub boards and also the fittings together with a circuit diagram duly numbered (in the diagram).  The final bill will not be paid till the above plan and the diagram is submitted and approved after verification. Such completion drawings shall be signed by the licensed electrical contractor through whom the work is executed.

9.10 Lugs should be provided for all earth connections.

9.11 The contractor himself should arrange for the transportation of men and materials to the work spot.

9.12 Concreting to the pole and providing independent earthing should be done in presence of Departmental staff.

9.13 On completion of the Electrical Installation a certificate shall be furnished by the Contractor countersigned by a licensed supervisor, that under direct supervision the installation was carried out.   This certificate shall be in the prescribed from as required by the local supply authority.  The contractor shall be responsible for getting the Electrical Installation inspected and approved by the local authority concerned.

9.14 The contractor shall pay for any inspection fees and for permits required for the installation of the work wherever necessary.  The TSTDCLTD shall arrange only for payment of service connection charges and any other security deposit for getting electrical supply.  On completion of the work, the contractor shall obtain and deliver to the TSTDCLTD, certificates of final inspection and approval by the local Electric Authority as may require.  The TSTDCLTD shall have full powers to require the materials or work to be tested by an independent agency at the Electrical contracor’s expense in order to prove their soundness and adequacy.

9.15 Contractor shall provide everything necessary for the proper execution of works according to the intent and meaning of the drawings, specifications, schedule of quantities. Any discrepancy in the documents shall be brought to the notice of the  TSTDCLTD and got clarified prior to taking up the installation.

10. Materials and Workmanship:  
All materials and workmanship shall confirm to the specifications, relevant IS standards and code of practice and comply with APSEB/CEIG requirements as the case may be.  Any work that is not up to the standards shall be dismantled and reconstructed by the contractor to the satisfaction of the TSTDCLTD.

11.Liaison Work:
The Contractor shall be responsible for all liaison work with Electricity Board/CEIG

“The Civil Contractor shall get all the electrical works done only through the licensed electrical contractors / permit holders as registered with or licensed by T.S.S. Electrical licensing Board.  A copy of such valid license / permit should be furnished by Civil Contractor, along with the tender, for each work separately.  The commencement and completion certificate and drawings for each work issued by the electrical licensed Contractor / Permit holder should be furnished by Civil Contractor, for releasing payment of electrical work”.

12.Ramps:
Ramps required during execution may be formed wherever necessary and same are to be removed after completion of the work.  No separate payment will be made for this purpose.

13.Monsoon Damages:
Damages due to rain or flood either in cutting or in banks shall have to be made good by the contractor till the work is handed over to the Department.  The responsibility of de-silting and making good the damages due to rain or flood rests with the contractor. No extra payment is payable for such operations and the contractor shall therefore, have to take all necessary precautions to protect the work done during the construction period.

14. The works to be Completed by the Intended Completion Date:
14.1 The Contractor may commence execution of the Works on the Start Date and shall carry out the Works in accordance with the programme submitted by the Contractor, as updated with the approval of the TSTDC, and complete the work by the Intended Completion Date.

15 Safety:
15.1 The Contractor shall be responsible for the safety of all activities on the Site.

16 Discoveries:
16.1 Anything of historical or other interest or of significant value unexpectedly discovered on the Site is the property of the Government.  The Contractor is to notify the TSTDC of such discoveries and carry out the TSTDC’s instructions for dealing with them.

17 Possession of the Site.
17.1 The Corporation shall give possession of the site to the Contractor.  If possession of a part site is given, the Corporation will ensure that the part site so handed over is amenable to carryout the work at site by the Contractor.

18 Access to the Site:
18.1 The Contractor shall provide the TSTDC and any person authorized by the TSTDC, access to the site and to any place where the work, in connection with the Contract, is being carried out or is intended to be carried out.

19 Instructions:
19.1 The Contractor shall carry out all instructions of the TSTDC / authorised person from TSTDC and comply with all the applicable local laws where the Site is located.

20 Settlement of disputes:
20.1 If any dispute or difference of any kind whatsoever arises between the Corporation and the Contractor / Suppliyer in connection with, or arising out of the Contract, whether during the progress of the works or after their completion and whether before or after the termination, abandonment or breach of the Contract, it shall in the first place, be referred to and settled by the TSTDC  who shall, within a period of thirty days after being requested by the Contractor to do so, give written notice of his decision to the Contractor. Upon receipt of the written notice of the decision of the TSTDC the Contractor shall promptly proceed without delay to comply with such notice of decision.

20.2 If the TSTDC fails to give notice of his decision in writing within a period of thirty days after being requested or if the Contractor is dissatisfied with the notice of the decision of the TSTDC, the Contractor may within thirty days after receiving the notice of decision appeal to the Corporation which shall offer an opportunity to the contractor to be heard and to offer evidence in support of his appeal, the Corporation shall give notice of his decision within a period of thirty days after the Contractor has given the said evidence in support of his appeal, subject to arbitration, as hereinafter provided.  Such decision of the Corporation in respect of every matter so referred shall be final and binding upon the Contractor and shall forthwith be given effect to by the Contractor, who shall proceed with the execution of the works with all due diligence whether he requires arbitration as hereinafter provided, or not.  If the Corporation has given written notice of his decision to the Contractor and no claim to arbitration has been communicated to him by the Contractor within a period of thirty days from receipt of such notice, the said decision shall remain final and binding upon the Contractor.  If the Corporation fail to give notice of his decision, as aforesaid within a period of thirty days after being requested as aforesaid, or if the Contractor be dissatisfied with any such decision, then and in any such case the contractor within thirty days after the expiration of the first named period of thirty days as the case may be, require that the matter or matters in dispute be referred to arbitration as detailed below:-

B.   TIME FOR COMPLETION
21 Program:
21.1 The total period of completion is (as specified in the NIT) 01 month from the date of entering with agreement to proceed including rainy season.  

22 Liquidated Damages:
22.1 If for any reason, which does not entitle the contractor to an extension of item, the rate of progress of works, or any section is at any time, in the opinion of the Officer on Special Duty too slow to ensure completion by the prescribed time or extended time for completion Officer on Special Duty shall so notify the contractor in writing and the contractor shall there upon take such steps as are necessary and the Officer on Special Duty may approve to expedite progress so as to complete the works or such section by the prescribed time or extended time. The contractor shall not be entitled to any additional payment for taking such steps.  If as a result of any notice given by the Officer on Special Duty under this clause the contractor shall seek the Officer on Special Duty’s permission to do any work at night or on Sundays, if locally recognised as days of rest, or their locally recognised equivalent, such permission shall not be unreasonably refused.

22.2 If the contractor fails to complete whole of the works or any part thereof or section of the works within the stipulated periods of individual mile stones (including any bonafide extensions allowed by the competent authority without levying liquidated damages), the Officer on Special Duty may without prejudice to any other method of recovery will deduct for the period of delays subject to a maximum of 10% of the contract value from any monies in his hands due or which may become due to the contractor. The payment or deductions of such damages shall not relieve the contractor from his obligation to complete the works, or from any other of his obligations and liabilities under the contract.

22.3 The liquidated damages for the whole of the work are /-(amount per day)

23 Mobilization Advance: Deleted

E.    FINISHING THE CONTRACT

24 Termination:
24.1 The Corporation may terminate the Contract if the contractor causes a fundamental breach of the Contract.

24.2 Fundamental breaches of Contract include, but shall not be limited to the following.
a) The Contractor stops work for 28 days when no stoppage of work is shown on the current program and the stoppage has not been authorized by the TSTDC.
b) The Contractor is made bankrupt or goes into liquidation other than for a reconstruction or amalgamation.
c) The TSTDC gives Notice that failure to correct a particular Defect is a fundamental breach of Contract and the Contractor fails to correct it within a reasonable period of time determined by the TSTDC;   and
d) The Contractor does not maintain a security which is required and
e) The Contractor has delayed the completion of works by the number of days for which the maximum amount of liquidated damages can be paid as defined.
f) If the contractor, in the judgment of the Department has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing for or in the executing the contract.
g) The Contractor has contravened Sub-Clause 6 of Conditions of Contract and sublet the work.
h) The Contractor does not adhere to the agreed construction program (Clause 23.1, 23.2, 23.3 of Conditions of Contract) and also fails to take satisfactory remedial action as per agreements reached in the management meetings (Clause 31) for a period of 15 days.
i) The Contractor fails to carry out the instructions of TSTDC within a reasonable time determined by the TSTDC.

For the purpose of this paragraph: “corrupt practice” means the offering, giving, receiving or soliciting of any thing of value to influence the action of a public official in the procurement process or in contract execution.  “Fraudulent practice” means a misrepresentation of facts in order to influence a procurement process or the execution of a contract to the detriment to the Government and includes collusive practice among Bidders (prior to or after Tender submission) designed to establish Tender prices at artificial non-competitive levels and to deprive the Government of the benefits of free and open competition.

24.3 Notwithstanding the above the Corporation may terminate the contract for convenience.

24.4 If the Contract is terminated, the Contractor shall stop work immediately, make the Site safe and secured, leave the Site as soon as reasonably possible.

25 Payment upon Termination:
25.1 If the Contract is terminated because of a fundamental breach of Contract by the Contractor, the TSTDC shall issue a certificate for the value of the work done less advance payments received upon the date of the issue of the certificate, less other recoveries due in terms of the Contract, less taxes due to be deducted at source as per applicable law and the percentage to apply to the value of the work not completed representing additional cost for completing the works at the rate of 20 percent of balance work. Additional Liquidated Damages shall not apply.  If the total amount due to the Department exceeds any payment due to the Contractor the difference shall be a debt payable to the Corporation.  In case  of default for payment within 28 days  from the date of issue of notice to the above effect,  the contractor  shall be  liable  to pay  interest at 12% per annum for the period of delay.
