2. a) The bidders need to contact the Executive Engineer, Greater Visakhapatnam Smart City Corporation Limited, Visakhapatnam, for information on ‘e’procurement.

b) The bidders need to register on the electronic procurement market place of Government of A.P., that is, www.eprocurement.gov.in. On registration they will be provided with a user ID and password by the system using which they can submit their bids on line.

c) While registering on the eprocurement market place, bidders need to scan and upload the required documents as per the tender requirements on to their profile.

The eprocurement market place provides an online self service registration facility to such of the contractors who are already registered with GVMC for upto 50 lakhs / respective participating departments for supply of specified goods and services. However the eprocurement market place may levy charges for such value added services as may be decided by the steering on the eprocurement as laid down in the G.O.Ms.No.2, Information Technology and Communication department dated 15-01-03 and other relevant G.O.s.
3. A copy of valid Contractors Registration proceedings shall be uploaded.
4. The tenderer shall hand over the hard copies of tender documents to the Superintending Engineer, Greater Visakhapatnam Municipal Corporation, Visakhapatnam or authorized representative directly or through his agent or by registered post or by courier service. The Department will notify the successful bidder for submission of original hard copies of all uploaded documents, DD towards EMD prior to entering into agreement.

The tenderer can hand over the hard copies of Tender documents to the Superintending Engineer, GVMC, Visakhapatnam authorized representative directly or through his agent or by registered post or by courier service.
The tenders will be opened by the Superintending Engineer, GVMC, Visakhapatnam or his nominee at his office, on the dates mentioned in NIT.  If the Office happens to be closed on the dates, the opening of tenders gets automatically postponed to the next working date, the time being unaltered, unless extended by a notification published in newspapers.
1.1 The successful tenderer is expected to complete the work within the time period specified in the NIT.

2. Firms Eligible to Tender:

3. Qualification data of the Tenderers

3.1 The tenderer shall upload the following particulars online.
a) Attested copies of documents relating to the Registration of the firm, Registration as Civil Contractor, Partnership deed, Articles of Association, Commercial Tax  Registration, /  Commercial Tax clearance certificate ., and PAN card 

Note:
The Partnership firms, which are registered as Contractors shall intimate the change in partnership deed, if any, as per GO Ms No.58, I & CAD, dt.23.4.2002 within one month of such change. Failure to notify the change to the registration authority in time will entail the firms to forfeit their registration and their tender will be rejected.  The intimation of change of partners if any and the acceptance by the Registration authority may be enclosed.

3.1.1 Tenders upto 5 % Excess will be considered as per the GO MS No 243 & 244 Dt. 8-03-2007 and the tenders with an excess of above 5% of the estimated contract value shall summarily be rejected.

3.1.2 For tenders up to 25% less than the estimated contract value of work, no additional security deposit is required.  But for tenders more than 25% less on the estimated Contract Value of work, the difference between the tendered amount and 75% of the estimated contract value, shall be paid by the successful tenderer at the time of concluding agreement as an additional security to fulfill the contract through Demand Draft on a Nationalized Bank in the prescribed format.
3.1.3 A tenderer submitting a Tender which the tender accepting authority considers excessive and or indicative of insufficient knowledge of current prices or definite attempt of profiteering will render himself liable to be debarred permanently from tendering or for such period as the tender accepting authority may decide.  The tenderer overall percentage should be based on the controlled prices for the materials, if any, fixed by the Government or the reasonable prices permissible for the tenderer to charge a private purchaser under the provisions of clause-6 of the hoarding and profiteering prevention ordinance of 1943 as amended from time to time and on similar principle in regard to labour supervision on the construction.

4. Cost of Tendering

4.1 The Tenderer shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of his Tender and the tender inviting authority will in no case be responsible and liable for those costs.

5. Site Visit.

5.1 The Tenderer, at the Tenderer’s own responsibility and risk is advised to visit and examine the Site of Work and its surroundings and obtain all information that may be necessary for preparing the Tender for entering into a contract, for construction of the work.  The costs of visiting the site shall be at the Tenderer’s own expense.

6. Payment of Transaction Fee.
Transaction fee : Transaction fee  at  0.04%+12.36%  of the Estimate Contract value + Service tax on transaction fee as levied by Government of India in the shape of DD in favour of M/s.Vayam Technologies Services, Hyderabad. The bidder shall mandatory pay the transaction fee to M/s Vayam Technologies Services, Hyderabad  through electronic payment gateway.
8. 
Validity of Tenders:

8.1 Tenders shall remain valid for a period of not less than three months from the last date of receipt of Tender specified in NIT.  

8.2 During the above mentioned period no plea by the tenderer for any sort of modification of the tender based upon or arising out of any alleged misunderstanding of misconceptions or mistake or for any reason will be entertained.

8.3 In exceptional circumstances, prior to expiry of the original time limit, the Tender Inviting Officer may request the bidders to extend the period of validity for a specified additional period.  Such request to the Tenderers shall be made in writing.  A Tenderer may refuse the request without forfeiting his E.M.D.  A Tenderer agreeing to the request will not be permitted to modify his Tender, but will be required to extend the validity of his E.M.D. for a period of the extension.

8.4 The E.M.D. shall be forfeited.

(a) If the Tenderer withdraws the Tender during the validity period of Tender.

(b) In the case of a successful Tenderer, if he fails to sign the Agreement for whatever the reason.

8.5 In consideration of the Superintending Engineer / Superintending Engineer /Chief Engineer  undertaking to investigate and to take into account each tender and in consideration of the work thereby involved, all earnest monies deposited by the tenderer will be forfeited to GVMC in the event of such tenderer either modifying or with-drawing his tender at his instance within the said validity period of four months.

Discrepancy in Tender percentage quoted.

9.1
In case of any discrepancy between the overall tender percentage quoted in words and figures, the percentage quoted in words shall prevail.  In case the tenderer has quoted overall tender percentage only in words and not in figures or vice versa, such tender shall be treated as incomplete and rejected.
9.2
The successful tenderer has to sign an agreement within a period of 15 days from the date of receipt of communication of acceptance of his tender.  On failure to do so his tender will be cancelled duly forfeiting the E.M.D., paid by him without issuing any further notice and action will be initiated for black listing the tenderer.

Cement, steel and bitumen will not be supplied by the Department. The Contractor shall make his own arrangements and produce original bill at the time of bill.

Retention:

12.1
The department shall retain from each payment due to the contractor @ the rate of 7.5% of bill amount until completion of the whole of the Works.
12.2
On completion of the whole of the Works half the total amount retained is re-paid to the Contractor and half when the Defects Liability Period has passed and the Engineer-in-Charge has certified that all the Defects notified by the Engineer-in-Charge to the Contractor before the end of this period have been corrected.
12.3
On completion of the whole works, the Contractor may substitute retention money with an “on demand” Bank Guarantee.

Cost of Repairs:

13.1 
Loss or damage to the Works or materials to the Works between the Start Date and the end of the Defects Correction Periods shall be remedied by the Contractor at the Contractor’s cost if the loss or damage arises from the Contractor’s acts or omissions.

14
Payment  upon Termination:

14.1 
If the Contract is terminated because of a fundamental breach of Contract by the Contractor, the Engineer-in-Charge shall issue a certificate for the value of the work done less advance payments received upon the date of the issue of the certificate, less other recoveries due in terms of the Contract, less taxes due to be deducted at source as per applicable law and less the percentage to apply to the work not completed. If the total amount due to the Department exceeds any payment due to the Contractor the difference shall be a debt payable to the Department.

Property:

15.1 
All materials on the Site, Plant, Equipment, Temporary Works and Works are deemed to be the property of the Department if the Contract is terminated because of Contractor’s default.

16
Release from Performance:

16.1 
If the Contract is frustrated by the outbreak of war or by any other event entirely outside the control of either the Department or the Contractor the Engineer-in-Charge shall certify that the contract has been frustrated.  The Contractor shall make the site safe and stop work as quickly as possible after receiving this certificate and shall be paid for all works carried out before receiving it and for any work carried out after wards to which commitment was made.
F.    Special Conditions

Water Supply:

The Contractor has to make his own arrangements for water required for the work and to the coolies and work sites, which are to be established by the Contractor.

18
Electrical Power:

The Contractors will have to make their own arrangements for drawing electric power from the nearest power line after obtaining permission from the Andhra Pradesh State Electricity Board at his own cost.  In case of failure of electricity, the Contractor has to make alternative arrangements for supply of electricity by Diesel Generator sets of suitable capacity at place of work.  If the supply is arranged by the Department, necessary Tariff rates shall have to be paid based on the prevailing rates. 

The contractor will pay the bills of Electricity Board for the cost of power consumed by him.

The contractor shall satisfy all the conditions and rules required as per Indian Electricity Act 1910 and under rule – 45(I) of the Indian Electricity Rules, 1956 as amended from time to time and other pertinent rules.


The power shall be used for bonafide Departmental works only.

electric Power for Domestic Supply:

a)
The contractor has to make his own arrangements for the supply of electric power for domestic purposes and the charges for this purpose have to be paid by him at the rates as fixed by the Andhra Pradesh State Electricity Board from time to time.

b)
The contractor will have to make his own arrangements to lay and maintain the necessary distribution lines and wiring for the camp at his own cost.  The layout and the methods of laying the lines and wiring shall have the prior approval of the Engineer-in-Charge.  All camp area shall be properly electrified.  All lines, streets, approaches for the camp etc., shall be sufficiently lighted for the safety of staff and labour of the contractor, at the cost of the Contractor and it will be subject to the approval of the Engineer-in-Charge.

Roads:

In addition to existing public roads and roads Constructed by Government, if any, in work area all additional approach roads inside work area and camp required by the Contractor shall be constructed and maintained by him at his own cost.  The layout design, construction and maintenance etc. of the roads shall be subject to the approval of the Engineer-in-Charge.  The contractor shall permit the use of these roads by the Government free of charge.

It is possible that work at, or in the vicinity of the work site will be performed by the Government or by other contractors engaged in work for the Government during the contract period.  The contractor shall without charge permit the government and such other contractor and other workmen to use the access facilities including roads, other facilities, constructed and acquired by the contractor for use in the performance of the works.

The contractor’s heavy construction traffic or tracked equipment shall not traverse any public roads or bridges unless the contractor has made arrangement with the authority concerned.  In case contractor’s heavy construction traffic or tracked equipment is not allowed to traverse any public roads or bridges and the contractor is required to make some alternative arrangements, no claim on this account shall be entertained.

The contractor is cautioned to take necessary precautions in transportation of construction materials to avoid accidents.

Payment for Camp Construction:

No payment will be made to the contractor for construction, operation and maintenance of camp and other camp facilities and the entire cost of such work shall be deemed to have been included in the tendered rate for the various items of work in the schedule of quantities and bids.

Labour:

The contractor shall, make his own arrangements for the engagement of all staff and labour, local or other, and for their payment, housing, feeding and transport.

Labour importation and amenities to labour and contractor’s staff shall be to the contractor’s account.  His quoted percentage shall include the expenditure towards importation of labour amenities to labour and staff;

The contractor shall, if required by the Engineer-in-Charge, deliver to the Engineer-in-Charge a written in detail, is such form and at such intervals as the Engineer-in-Charge may prescribe, showing the staff and the numbers of the several classes of labour from time to time employed by the contractor on the Site and such information respecting Contractor’s Equipment as the Engineer-in-Charge may require.

Safety Measures:

1. The contractor shall take necessary precautions for safety of the workers and preserving their health while working in such jobs, which require special protection and precautions.  The following are some of the measures listed but they are not exhaustive and contractor shall add to and augment these precautions on his own initiative where necessary and shall comply with directions issued by the Superintending Engineer or on his behalf from time to time and at all times.

Fair Wage Clause:


The contractor shall pay not less than fair wages to labourers engaged by him on the work.


“Fair” wages means wages whether for time of piecework notified by the Government from time in the area in which the work is situated.

Sales Tax during the currency of the contract deduction towards Andhra Pradesh Sales Tax under section 5 H of APGST  Act 57 according to which tax @ 5% has to be deducted at source, while making payments to the contractor.

26.2.1 Deduction of an amount @ 0.25% of the gross bills will be deducted from the bills of   the contractor towards contractors contribution to the National Academy of Construction, Hyderabad and Chief Minister’s relief fund in the ratio of 0.10% and 0.15% respectively                  (as agreed by the builders association of India of AP center vide  G.O.Ms.No.61T R & B (RIII) Department, dt: 11-04-2000  and  as per the G.O.Ms.No. 159, dt.30-10-2004 ).

Supply of construction materials:

i)
The contractor has to make his own arrangements for procurements, supply and use of construction materials.

All materials so procured should confirm to the relevant specifications indicated in the bidding documents.

The contractor shall follow all regulations of the Department/Government of India in respect of import licenses etc., of the procurement of the materials is through imports and he shall be responsible for the payment of applicable duties and taxes, port clearances, inland transportation etc.

The contractor shall make his own arrangements for adequate storage of the materials.

Entrustment of Additional Items.

a) Where ever additional items not contingent on the main work and outside the scope of original agreement are to be entrusted to the original contractor dispensing with tenders and if the value of such items exceeds the limits up to which the officer is empowered to entrust works initially to contractor without calling for tenders approval of next higher authority shall be obtained. Entrustment of all such items on nomination shall be rates not exceeding the estimate rates.

b) Entrustment of supplement items contingent on the main work will be authorized by the officers upto the monetary limits upto which they themselves are competent to accept items in the original agreement so long as the total amounts up to which they are competent to accept in an original agreement rates for such items shall be worked in accordance with the procedure prescribed in GO Ms.No.1493 PWD, dated:25.10.1971 and as amended in Govt. Memo number 544 cod 72-22 dt:6.7.1973.

c) Entrustment of either the additional supplemental items shall be further subject to the provisions under para 176(b) of APWD Code Viz., the items shall not be ordered by an officer on his own responsibility if the revised estimate or deviation statement providing for the same requires the sanction of higher authority.

It may be noted that the term estimate rate used above means the rate in the sanctioned estimate with which the tender’s compared or if no such rate is available in the estimate the rate derived will be with reference to the schedule of rates adopted in the sanctioned estimate with which tenders are compared.
